―Intimacy in Relationships: 

 Couples, Families, and Friends‖ 

 

Low desire, no desire, and mismatched desire are the most common love-life problems. Research indicates 

therapists find these the most difficult couples problems to treat. But now that the 'Decade of the Brain' is over 

and we are entering the 'Decade of Reverse Engineering the Brain' , the renaissance of brain-changing psycho-

therapy yields new hope. This workshop’s groundbreaking approach (based on his new book, Intimacy & De-

sire, released October 15, 2009) will revolutionize how you treat sexual desire problems.  

 

Starting with the insight that the lower desire partner always controls sex, Dr. Schnarch shows how developing 

and maintaining a ―self‖ has become a core drive of human sexual desire, rooted in the evolution of the human 

brain through interpersonal neurobiology. This provides the basis for explaining why normal healthy couples have sexual desire 

problems. The morning concludes with an illustrative case example. 

 

Afternoon starts with a concise practical application of differentiation called the Four Points of Balance. Next are body-oriented 

client prescriptions developed over three decades and tailored to enhance neuroplasticity and neuroplastic training. One is a pre-

viously undisclosed cure for noxious touch that hasn’t failed once in 20 years (100% effective). Clinical examples illustrate 

how Dr. Schnarch harnesses these activities to produce ―crucibles‖ for couples which:  

create intense somatosensory ―moments of meeting‖ and 6 other conditions promoting brain change and  

 reorganization, 

strengthen their Four Points of Balance, 

resolve sexual desire problems, and encourage more meaningful desire, increased intimacy, resilient relationships, and an 

emotionally healthy lifestyle.
